800 personnel to assist in the burial process. 
• The central government is taking over the governance in Aceh.  The Ministry of Interior has prepared

International Assistance 
1. WHO has coordinated with the government of Singapore for the provision of logistics support.  

Today, Singapore provided a plane to bring an ambulance, medical supplies, and 29 medical 
personnel from the MOH to Banda Aceh. 

2. The government of the United States will send 11 helicopters to assist distribution of the relief 
materials and for evacuation.  

 
Constraints 
• Tons of medical supplies and food supplies had piled up in the airport in Banda Aceh and Medan. 

Distribution of logistic was delayed due to lack of transportation. Most of the cars in Banda Aceh 
were damaged.  There is also the lack of fuel for the vehicles. 

• The heavy traffic in the airport had cause delays in landing of airplanes.   
• Loading time of logistic support (eg, supplies) caused delays in the commercial flights. 
• Erratic availability of communication transmission cause difficulties to get the updated reports. 
• The area such as Meulaboh which 90% of the city were swept away still un-accessible due to the 

damage of the bridges and roads, which caused a delayed evacuation and rescue 
 
Needs 
• Need for air transportation to bring health personnel and health materials/supplies to Banda Aceh.  

Request is for availability of daily air transport to Banda Aceh and for land vehicles for transport from 
Banda Aceh to the districts. 

• Doctors, dentists, nurses and others to reactivate the daily work of Dinas Kesehatan since there are 
only Head of Dinas Kesehatan and 1 head of section left 

• The Field hospital established by Jakarta Health Team had treated 200 patient on the first day, and 20 
patients as inpatient, but they have only 9 velbeds, so there is a need for more velbeds. 

• Antibiotics (IV), oxygen, masks, gloves, body bags, radio communication sets 
• Additional doctors, nurses, volunteers, and cooks
